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Article I: Club Identification

   Section 1. Name

The name of this organization shall be The East Light Yacht Club, Inc. It is a non-profit corporation incorporated in the State of Ohio.

   Section 2. Burgee

The Club burgee shall be somewhat triangular in shape, a lighthouse emitting the initial “ELYC” superimposed on the light beam. The colors will be gold letters on navy blue background.

Article II: Purpose

   Section 1. Organizational Purpose


The purpose of this organization shall be:

a. To promote and to encourage the sport of yachting.

b. To encourage the members to become familiar with and to adhere to the rules of the road, the law of navigation and the value of good seamanship.

c. To promote and to encourage sociability among its members.

Article III: Membership

   Section 1. Qualifications

Any person, regardless of race, color, creed, sex, or handicap who is a dockholder at the 55th Street Marina is eligible for membership.

   Section 2. Application for Membership

Applications for membership into the Club shall be made by petitioning any officer or member of the Club.

   Section 3. Other Club Affiliations

Any Member of the East Light Yacht Club may be a member of any other yacht club.

   Section 4. Rights of Members

a. Voting and holding Office

All members in good standing shall have voting rights and can hold office

b. Publication/Notification

Except as otherwise noted herein, important Club matters will be given to the members through the Club publication or through a general mailing.

   Section 5. Member in Good Standing


A member in good standing will have:


a. Dock holder status


b. Paid the annual dues, any and all assessments or indebtedness due the Club on    


or before April 30th of each year.
    Section 6. TERMINATION OF MEMBERSHIP:

a. Membership will terminate upon death and/or loss of dock at E 55th Street Marina per ODNR dockage regulations, with the exception that, upon the death of a member, the surviving spouse shall have full membership rights.  

b. Those members who leave the E. 55th Street Marina and give up dockage may continue to be a member so long as dues are paid as required. This provision is also applicable to a surviving spouse.

Article III.  MEMBERSHIP

1. GENERAL MEMBERS

Qualifications & Definitions: Anyone, regardless of race, color, creed, sex, or handicap who meets ONE of the following;

A.
“Single Membership”: One person who is a dock holder at E. 55th Marina. One (1) vote per single membership. He/She may purchase up to three (3) tickets for any E.L.Y.C. event at the “Member” price.

B.
“Joint Membership”: A legally married couple or any couple living together with one being a dock holder at E. 55th Marina and they have no dependent children less than 18 years of age.  Two (2) votes per couple.  Each “Joint Members” may purchase one (1) ticket each to any E.L.Y.C. event at the “Member” price, plus two (2) additional tickets each at the “Member” price.

C.
“Family Membership”: A legally married couple, any couple living together, or single parent, one of whom is a dock holder at E. 55th Marina and they have dependent children under 18 years of age living at home. Two (2) votes per couple or one (1) vote for a single parent. All “Family Members” listed on their application may purchase one (1) ticket each to any E.L.Y.C. event at the “Member” price, plus four (4) additional tickets at the “Member” price per family.  

2. SOCIAL MEMBERSHIP 

Qualifications & Definitions: Anyone, regardless of race, color, creed, sex, or handicap who is NOT a dock holder at E. 55th Marina and is recommended by a member of this Club, is eligible for membership. These are non-voting memberships. “Social Members” shall enjoy all benefits of the East Light Yacht Club, except voting rights.  

A.
“Single Membership”: one person.  He/She may purchase up to three (3) tickets to any E.L.Y.C. event at the “Member” price.

B.
“Joint Membership”: a legally married couple or any couple living together and they have no dependent children less than 18 years of age.   “Joint Members” may purchase one (1) ticket each to any E.L.Y.C. event at the “Member” price, plus two (2) additional tickets each at the “Member” price.

C.
“Family Membership”: A legally married couple, any couple living together, or single parent and they have dependent children under 18 years of age living at home.  All “Family Members” listed on their application may purchase one (1) ticket each to any E.L.Y.C. event at the “Member” price, plus four (4) additional tickets at the “Member” price per family.  

Article IV. Officers


The elected officers of the Club shall be the following:

a. Commodore

b. Vice Commodore

c. Rear Commodore

d. Treasurer

e. Secretary

Article V. Dock Captain

Each dock at the Marina (Dock A, B, C, D, etc.) shall be represented by a Captain.
Article VI
Executive Board

Section 1.     The Executive Board will consist of the following:

a. Commodore

b. Vice Commodore

c. Rear Commodore

d. Secretary

e. Treasurer

f. A representative from the Past Commodores

g. A representative from the Dock Captains

Article VI-A.
EXECUTIVE BOARD
Section 2.  Duties of the Executive Board

a.
Each member of the Executive Board has one vote pertaining to Executive 


Board issues.

b.          Hold a Club meeting every month from April through October and/or at other such times as deemed necessary by the Commodore. This is to be an open meeting.

c.          Meet at least once on a quarterly basis, or at other such times as deemed necessary by the Commodore. This may be a closed meeting.

d.          Control and approve all business policies, finances, authorize all contracts, and allot monies to the various E.L.Y.C. committees or Events and Event Leaders. 

e.          May expend up to $1,000.00 per year for such expenses as; membership dues to the Greater Cleveland Boating Association, Inter-Lake Yachting Association, the Blue Gavel, and all other miscellaneous operating expenses without the approval of the General Membership.   

f.            Along with the Advisory Committee, approve those expenditures that exceed $1,000, without a vote of the General Membership, which are necessary ONLY for the operation of officially sanctioned Club events. 

g.
Sanction all Club events and Event Leaders.      

h.
Set all prices for all approved Club events and all Club merchandise.

i
Approve and appoint Dock Captains, the Editor of the Club’s newsletter,     


and Webmaster.

j.          Each year, prior to the Commodore’s Ball, the entire outgoing Executive Board shall meet and select a “Member of the Year”.  This award will be presented at the Commodore’s Ball.

k.         When necessary, act as arbitrator for East Light Yacht Club members, regarding issues or disputes pertaining to a fellow Club Member, the E. 55th St. Marina and/or the State of Ohio.

l.         All East Light Yacht Club Officers shall willingly and graciously pursue the advancement of East Light Yacht Club, the addition of new ELYC members, and boating.
m.      Any 2 members of the Executive Board may request, to the Commodore, a convening of an Executive Board meeting. The Commodore may decline such a request, but if a majority of Executive Board members make such a request, the Commodore must convene the meeting within 30 days of the request.
n.       The current Commodore and his/her spouse shall enjoy the privilege of attending the Commodore’s Ball at no cost.  

  Article VI-B.     
ADVISORY BOARD

Section 1.  The Advisory Board shall consist of the following:

a. All Past Commodores

b. All current Dock Captains

Article VI-B.     
ADVISORY BOARD

Section 2.  Duties of the Advisory Board
a.
Each member of the Advisory Board has one (1) vote pertaining to 


Advisory Board issues.

b,             The Past Commodores and the Dock Captains shall each select one (1) representative to serve on the Executive Board.

c,             Meet at least quarterly, or as deemed necessary by the Chairman of the Advisory Board and/or the Commodore. This may be a closed meeting.

d.            Along with the Executive Board, approve those expenditures that exceed $1,000, without the vote of the General Membership, which are necessary ONLY for the operation of officially sanctioned Club events. 

e.            Appoint a member of the Advisory Board to act as Chairman of the 


Nominating Committee.

f.             Assist in the formulation, approval, control, and management of Club affairs and make those general recommendations to the Executive Board.

g.            Meet at least once a year, or as necessary, to determine the need and/or validity of recommended or possible changes to the E.L.Y.C. Constitution and By-Laws.  Submit any possible changes to the Executive Board for approval and subsequent submission to the General Membership for a vote. 

h.            All East Light Yacht Club Advisory Board members shall willingly and graciously pursue the advancement of East Light Yacht Club, the addition of new ELYC members, and boating.  
Article VII.        ELECTION OF OFFICERS

Section 1.  Nominating Committee
a. The Committee Chairman shall come from the Advisory Board (see Article VI-B Duties of the Advisory Board).

b. The Chairman of the Nominating Committee will appoint three active members and a Past Commodore to make up the entire Nominating Committee.

c.  Any active member or Dock Captain who wishes to run for an elected position may Not serve as Nominating Committee Chairman, or be on the Nominating Committee

   
Not less than thirty (30) days prior to the date of the September meeting, the 
Nominating Committee shall have complied a roster of candidates for each office. 
Willingness to serve must be secured from each candidate so nominated.

Section 2. Notice of Elections


The Secretary shall mail a list of slated candidates to all members for all offices in 
good standing with the time, date and place of the Nomination Meeting in 
September and the Annual Election Meeting in October.   
Section 3. Eligibility 


To be eligible for an elected office, a member must be in good standing for one 
(1) year and must have attended a minimum of fifty (50) percent of the meetings 
the pervious year. Certification of this is by the Secretary reviewing the “Signing 
in Log” which is used for all Club meetings.

Article VII.  
ELECTION OF OFFICERS


Section 4. Terms
  a.
All Board members’ terms shall begin when he or she is sworn in at the Commodore’s Ball and end the following year when a new officer is sworn in.

  b.
The office of Commodore shall not be held for more than three (3) consecutive terms.  In the event that no member elects to run for the office of Commodore and to insure the continued operation of the Club, the term of the current Commodore can be extended one year. This is contingent upon a two-thirds approval vote of the Club membership present at the elections meeting. A Past Commodore may run for any Board position provided he or she has not held an elected position for at least one year.  This includes the office of Commodore.

  c.
A past Commodore may run for Commodore again, after one (1) year of not holding any office.

  d.
There are no term limits for all other Board positions, including Dock Captains.

   Section 5. Election Regulations

a. Voting shall be by secret ballot. An absentee ballot may be requested, in writing, from the Secretary, in case of illness, or prior obligations. This must be done prior to the election. Absentee ballots shall be cast and counted on the first ballot only and shall not be counted for quorum requirements.

b. Voting will be by ballot which details the offices and the nominees. A ballot is completed by placing an “X” for the nominee selected. Nominees receiving the greatest number of votes shall be elected.

c. If a tie exists for any given office, a run-off election for that office only will be held. 

d. The nominating Committee shall act as tellers for the ballot count.

e. The Secretary shall have the ballots printed and ready for distribution at the annual election meeting.

f. Any vacancies occurring among the elected officers, due to death, resignation or any other reason, shall be filled by appointment of any qualified member in good standing for the unexpired portion of the term by a majority vote of the Executive Board.

g. All officers shall be voted upon by the members at large.

h. All Dock Captains shall be appointed by the members of the Executive Board.

Section 6. Removal of an Officer or Dock Captains


Any elected officer or dock captain may be suspended from office by an 
affirmative vote of a majority of members of the Executive Board at which a 
quorum is present. The suspended officer or dock captain can appeal his 
suspension to the general membership at the next general meeting. His suspension 
appeal shall be put to a vote upon an affirmative vote of two-thirds (2/3) of the 
members present, he shall be reinstated to office. Any one not so reinstated shall 
be removed from office. Such removal shall not affect his membership in the 
Club.

Article VII-DUTIES of OFFICERS

Commodore

a.  Shall be the Chief Executive Officer of the East Light Yacht Club

b.  Preside over Club meetings and be chairman of the Executive Board

c.  Shall schedule and preside over all Executive Board meetings as required by this Constitution.

d.  Shall be able to sign checks, contracts, and written instruments of the Club as authorized by the General  Membership, the Executive Board, and/or the Advisory Board.  

Article VIII.  
DUTIES OF OFFICERS

Section 2.
Vice Commodore
a.  Assist the Commodore and officiate in the Commodore’s absence

b.  Oversee the sale of Club merchandise and the approved purchase of that merchandise

c.  Shall oversee the Membership and work with the Secretary and Treasurer in this regard.

d.  Perform other duties as may be assigned to him/her by the Commodore      
and/or the Advisory Board
Article VIII.  
DUTIES OF OFFICERS

Section 3.
Rear Commodore

a.  Assist the Commodore and Vice Commodore.

b.  Responsible for maintaining a “Volunteers List” at all Club events. 

c.  Chairman of the Safety Committee and oversee “Boat Inspections” Days

d.  Consult with each “Event Leader” prior to each event regarding “Special Needs” for that event 

e.  Establish and maintain proper inventory and a list of all items used at Club events, i.e. paper plates, cups, napkins, eating utensils, serving utensils, cleaning supplies,, etc.

f.  Perform other duties as may be assigned to him/her by the Commodore and/or Advisory Board

Article VIII.  
DUTIES OF OFFICERS

Section 4.
Treasurer

a.  Handle all finances for the Club.

b. Able to sign checks, contracts, and written instruments of the Club as authorized by the Commodore, General Membership, the Executive Board and/or the Board of Directors.

c.  Pursue the timely receipt of the “Event Report” from each “Event Leader”.

d.  Receive all current “Membership Dues” and “Applications”.  Forward a copy of                         
every application to the Club Secretary and the Vice Commodore.  

e   Maintain records of all Club revenues and expenses.

f.   Prepare and present a general financial report at each Club meeting.

g.  Prepare a detailed annual financial report which to be made available at the end of the fiscal year. This report will be available at Club meetings only. 

h. Be bonded for an amount of not less than $5,000 and whose premium shall 
be for paid by the Club.

i.   Perform other duties as may be assigned to him/her by the Commodore and/or Advisory Board  

Article VIII.  
DUTIES OF OFFICERS

Secretary

a.  Record the business of Club meetings and the Executive Board.

b.  Maintain an “Up to Date” record of all current Club members. Forward an updated membership record to the Editor of the ELYC newsletter.

c. Present to the General Membership at Club meetings the past minutes for 
their approval and/or additions/deletions 

d.  Receive and answer all correspondences. Forward specific correspondences 
to the appropriate person(s). 

E   Sign all contracts and written instruments of the Club as authorized by the 
Commodore, the General Membership, the Executive Board and/or the 
Advisory Board.

 f.   Perform other duties as may be assigned to him/her by the Commodore 
and/or Advisory Board                     

Article VIII-B.  
DUTIES OF DOCK CAPTAINS

a.  All Dock Captains must be approved and appointed by the Executive Board.

b.  Serve on the Advisory Board and the duties therein.

c.  Act as a liaison between the Members on his/her dock and the Executive 
Board.

d.  Shall assist  ‘Event Leaders” in the sale of tickets for ELYC events, when 
necessary.

e.   Perform other duties as may be assigned to him/her by the Commodore, the 
Executive Board, and/or the Advisory Board  
Article VIII-C.  
DUTIES OF EDITOR AND/OR WEBMASTER 

a.  Shall edit and publish the Club’s newsletter, “The Eastlight Compass” and/or 
the Website

b. Any editing of a supplied article or a “continuous column”, such as the “Commodore’s Corner”, must be done with the approval of each article’s author.

c.  The First through June issues must contain a “Membership Application” for the up-coming year.  

d. Any major changes to the format or the number of monthly issues of the 
newsletter must be approved by the Executive Board.

e.  “Letters to the Editor” should be published, so long as they are not derogatory 
or slanderous towards a specific person.  However, constructive criticism 
is always welcome. If there is any question regarding the content of any 
article or “Letter to the Editor”, the Editor should consult with the Executive 
Board, prior to its publication.  

Article XVIII. 
CLUB EQUIPMENT

Section 1.  Use and care of ELYC Equipment

a. The Executive Board is responsible for the maintenance and security of all Club equipment.

b. ONLY those authorized by the Executive Board are permitted to have keys and access to the “Equipment Storage Shed”

c. Each “Event Leader” is responsible for the cleaning of all equipment used at their event.


d. ELYC tables and chairs may be reserved, through the Executive Board, by any ELYC member in good standing for a private event, as long as it does not interfere with a sanctioned ELYC event. The tables and chairs can ONLY be used at the E. 55th Marina for such an event.  ELYC tables and chairs CAN NOT be taken off the Marina property

e. All other ELYC equipment can ONLY be used at sanctioned ELYC events.    

f. ANY member or non-member who does not adhere to the above regulations and/or intentionally and/or maliciously damages or destroys any ELYC equipment will be held financially liable for replacement costs of that equipment, will be subject to immediate removal from the Club.

Article IX Fiscal Year


The Fiscal Year of the Club shall commence on the first day of January and end 
on the last day of December.

Article X. Dues, Fees and Assessments
   Section 1. Dues


The annual dues for membership shall not be less than $35.00 per year and is 
payable on or before April 30th of said year.


New members who join the Club after September 1 will have their dues applied to 
the following year’s dues.


An increase in dues may be enacted by the Executive Board, but must be 
approved by the members, by a majority vote of those present at such meeting.

   Section 2. Initiation Fees


Initiation fees for membership shall be determined by the Executive Board and 
shall apply to all new members. New members must pay their initiation fee with 
their application for membership.

   Section 3. Assessments


At the discretion of the Executive Board, assessments, not to exceed $10.00 
annually, may be levied against all members. Any amount over $10.00 will have 
to be approved by a ¾ affirmative vote of the Club’s members attending a general 
meeting.

   Section 4. Member Suspension


Any member, who is in arrears of dues or other indebtedness, after receiving 
notice from the treasurer of the Club, shall be put on suspension and is denied 
privileges of the Club. The member may be reinstated by proper payment.


Any member 90 days in arrears shall be automatically dropped from the Club.

Article XI. Meetings

   Section 1. General Business Meetings


No less than two (2) general meetings shall be held during any calendar year at a 
place designated by the Commodore with notice by the Secretary to the 
membership of the date, time and place. One meeting must be the September 
general meeting at which nomination for the following year’s office and dock 
captains will be addressed.
 Section 2. Annual Election Meeting


The annual election meeting of the Club shall be held in October at a place   
designated by the Commodore. The Secretary will notify all members of the date, 
time and place by mail.

 Section 3. Special Business-Meetings


Special business meetings may be held at the discretion of the Commodore and/or 
a majority of the Executive Board. Written notice to all members must be given 
seven (7) days prior to the meeting date. The notice will state the date, time, place 
and purpose of the meeting.

  Section 4. Action Requirements


Any actions taken at any meeting of the Club shall require a majority vote of the 
members attending such meeting, provide a quorum is present. As exception to 
this is when specific action is required as stated in the by-laws of the Club.

Section 6. Quorum Requirement


No business shall be conducted at any meeting of the Club or Executive Board at 
which a quorum is not present.


A quorum for any business meeting shall consist of 10% of the membership in 
good standing.

A quorum for any Executive Board meeting shall consist of a majority of the 
members of the Executive Board.
Article XII. Committees

   Section 1. Appointments to Standing Committees



The Commodore shall appoint committees with the approval of the Executive 
Board to assist in the direction and control of Club business. Each committee shall 
consist of not less than three (3) members. 


All committee members must be members in good standing and will serve for one 
(1) year terms. Terms will run from the 1st of January through the 31st of 
December.

 Section 2. Standing Committees

a. The Auditing Committee shall examine quarterly, all accounts, books and reports of the Treasurer and make a written report at the next regular or special meeting. They shall also make suggestions to improve the Club’s finances.

b. The Membership Committee shall consist of not less than two members and the Vice Commodore.

c. The Entertainment Committee shall provide such entertainment as may be directed or authorized by the Club. They shall have full charge thereof. The Executive Board must approve all expenditures of the Entertainment Committee.

d. The Nominating Committee shall recommend those members who, by virtue or their ability and efforts would be desirable candidates for officers and Executive Board members.

e. The Publicity Committee shall contact newspapers, magazines, and other information dispersing media to give notice of yachting or other social events. This committee shall work closely with the Entertainment Committee.

f. The Safety Committee shall provide for education regarding safe boating and seamanship. The Rear Commodore will chair this committee.
Article XIII. Representatives to Yachting Associations


Official representatives shall represent the Club at such associations such as 
I.L.Y.A., G.C.B.A. etc.. They shall attend such meetings and will report the 
proceedings of the respective associations. The Commodore shall appoint such 
representatives with the approval of the Executive Board.
Article XIV. Parliamentary Authority and Amendments


The final parliamentary authority in case of dispute shall ROBERT’S RULES OF 
ORDER, REVISED.


There shall be no suspension of any part, except for special purpose, of these By-



Laws, although proposed amendments to these By-Laws may be submitted in 
writing to the Secretary before any regular meeting. After such proposed 
amendment is approved by the majority of Executive Board at their next meeting, 
the Secretary shall post the same and send a copy to the members. At the 
following regular meeting, the proposed amendment shall be read by the 
Secretary, and may be accepted by a two-thirds vote of the membership present 
and voting. This section does not apply in the case of Article XI Section 5. The 
Order of Business may be changed or set aside by a simply majority vote, without 
previous notice.
Article XV. Advisory Board


There shall be an Advisory Board consisting of all past Commodores which shall 
serve in an advisory capacity to the Commodore. Membership to this Board is by 
their own choosing and its chairman is appointed by the Commodore.

Article XVI. Rules

   Section 1.
All Flags of Officers may fly their flags at appropriate times and all 


officers may wear insignia on their caps. These insignia to be furnished by 

the Club.
   Section 2.
Any committee empowered to spend Club money shall keep an accurate 


accounting of money spent or received, and shall present this account to 


the Treasurer. The Treasurer shall file such account, and make it available 


to the auditing committee.

   Section 3.
Children must not be permitted to board boats other than those owned by 


their parents unless they are invited aboard by the owners.

   Section 4.
The Club shall not be responsible for the loss or damage of property, or 


for any loss sustained on the premises by members or guests.

Article XVII. EVENTS and EVENT LEADER(S)
   Section 1. Events

1. All E.L.Y.C. events must be approved and sanctioned by the Executive Board.

2. The Executive Board shall approve all Event Leader(s).

3. Only sanctioned ELYC events will be promoted by the Club.

4. The Executive Board shall set the prices for all E.L.Y.C. events.

5. Should an Event Leader not be found within 45 days prior to a scheduled event, the Executive Board has the option of either running that event or canceling the event.
Section 2. Event Leader(s)

1. The Event Leader(s) are responsible for the running of each event.

2. All Event Leader(s) must be a “Member in Good Standing” in the East Light Yacht Club.

3. The Event Leader must consult with the ELYC REAR COMMODORE prior to the event.

4. The Event Leader must submit an “Estimated Cost” of the event at least 45 days prior to the event.

5. The Event Leader is responsible for all aspects of their event: All food, set-up, food preparation, serving, clean-up, and all other related functions for that event.

6. The Event Leader is responsible for the cleaning of all ELYC equipment used at their event.

7. The Event Leader(s) must submit a completed “Event Report” to the Treasurer within 30 days after the event.

Article XVIII
GRIEVANCES with: FELLOW CLUB MEMBERS, with the E. 


55th MARINA, or the STATE of OHIO

   Section 1 Filing a grievance

a. Any grievance pertaining to the East Light Yacht Club, an East Light Yacht Club member, the E. 55th St. Marina or the  State of Ohio must be presented to a member of the Executive Board if that person desires the East Light Yacht Club to intervene on their behalf. Any member of the East Light Yacht Club, who takes it upon his/her self to resolve an issue or problem, on their own, in the name of the Club, or includes any member of the Club with that issue or problem, without the approval and/or authorization of the Executive Board and/or the approval and authorization of that member, will face disciplinary action from the Executive Board. Any member of the Club, who has any problems or issues with regard to the E. 55th St. Marina and wants the Club’s assistant in resolving them, must first bring those issues or problems before the Executive Board. There are no exceptions. Any issue or problem brought before the Executive Board that we cannot resolve on our own, shall be brought to the attention of the Park Manager so a resolution can be found. In the event the Park Manager is unable to resolve the issue to the Executive Boards’ satisfaction, the Executive Board will pursue the issue with other State officials. 

b. If, at such times, a Member is not satisfied with the results of the Club’s handling of an issue, that Member may pursue other options with the understanding that the Club is no longer to be included or mentioned in those pursuits.
Article XVIIII 
DISSOLUTION of EAST LIGHT YACHT CLUB

a.
In the event that East Light Yacht Club must be dissolved, all ELYC members must be notified , by U.S. Mail at least 30 days prior to the dissolution of the Club.
b.
All Club assets shall be auctioned off.  There must be a thirty (30) day notice given to all ELYC members prior to this auction.

c.
All monies from this auction, along with all other ELYC monies, shall be dispersed equally to the “General Membership”.  Each “General Membership” shall receive 1 share of the “Total Monies”, whether they hold a “Single Membership”, ”Joint Membership” or “Family Membership”.

   Section 2 The East Light Yacht Club Constitution


Any member of East Light Yacht Club may submit and/or recommend, to any 
member of the Executive Board of the Advisory Board, a change or addition to 
the Constitution that he or she feels is necessary for the betterment of the Club. 
All recommendations will then be submitted to a Constitution Review Committee 
for consideration. See Article VI-C, Section 1-g of the ELYC Constitution.
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
